4th Grade Classroom Policies
Visitors

Please check in with the office and obtain a visitor’s pass before coming to your child’s classroom.  If you don’t have a pass, you will be directed to the office.  You must check your child out at the office before he/she may leave the campus.

Grade Reports

Three week reports are sent home with all students during each six weeks.  All teachers report the grade as well as any other information you need to be aware of.

Folders

This year your child will have a folder for his/her homework and correspondence.  In the folder you will find a behavior sheet, a weekly newsletter with any information you may need along with the week’s spelling list and a homework log.  

We will also send home book orders and from time to time other offers.  You are not obligated to buy any product.  We send these home for your signature so that we can earn free materials for our classroom. 

Class Rules 

We will listen while others speak.

We will follow directions and pay attention.

We respect others.

We will bring work materials to class.

We will keep our hands, feet and objects to ourselves.

Homework

Homework will be sent home in the binder. Assignments will be written on the homework log .  A parent will  need to sign the log each day.  If there is no homework “No Homework” will be written on the log.  

Late homework is not tolerated.  The first time a student has late paper a grade of no higher than 70 will be given for that paper.  The second time the same consequence plus a call to the parents will occur.  The third offense will result in an office visit combined with the grade of 70 and parent phone call.

Make-Up Work 

Students missing a day of school will have one day from the date they return to school to complete any make-up work.  Students receive one day for each day missed to complete the work.

Drinks 

Water in bottles is allowed in the classroom.  There must be a lid on the bottle of some sort.  Having water available in the room tends to limit the times students leave the room for a drink.  However, if a student needs frequent restroom breaks from drinking too much in class, I will ask you to limit the amount or discontinue bringing the drink.

Conduct Grades

Our classroom rules are posted in the room.  Each day a student has a good day they receive a green star on their behavior chart.

Improper behavior occurs when a rule is broken.  When a student breaks a rule he/she will receive a warning.  If the student continues to misbehave, behavior cards will be pulled.  The cards go in the following order:

Green - great day   

Yellow - lose 1 point off conduct grade

Pink - lose 2 points off conduct grade

White - office visit, lose 3 points off conduct grade

Severe behavior will result in an automatic office visit.

When improper behavior occurs, I will write the offense on the behavior chart and mark the color of the card pulled.    Behavior charts are in the binder for your daily review.

Conduct grades are determined as follows:

All students begin the 6 weeks with a grade of 100.  Points are deducted from that to determine the     conduct grade.

E  (excellent) - 94 and above

S  (satisfactory) - 88 - 93

N (needs improvement)- 82 - 87

U  (unsatisfactory) - below 82

Lockers

The students will have lockers where all backpacks, lunchboxes, and supplies will be stored.  No locks may be put on the lockers.  There will be no decorations put on the outside of the lockers.
