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Accelerated Reading

At the 6th grade level, your child should be able to accumulate approximately 25 or more points in AR for each 6 week period.  This includes tests taken from teacher read books that are AR.  To get a 100%, your child should get approximately 4 points each week.  A grading scale is attached on the back.  These points are a minimum for 100%.  Please encourage your child to read more.  Each student should read an average of 30 minutes each night besides the 30 or more minutes given for silent reading during the school day.  

Studies have proven that reading scores on tests such as TAKS increase dramatically by reading independently using programs such as AR.  Vocabulary also improves greatly and is essential for success on standardized tests.

AR points, AR test percentage grades, and the AR grade level (chart on back also) account for 50% of the student’s reading grade.  The other 50% comes from daily work and tests.  Students may accumulate more points for extra credit in reading or they may carry over points from
one six weeks to another.
Students read on the own ability level and special consideration is given for students with reading disabilities.  (Ex:  Less points required.)  Special awards will be given for the top students at the end of the school year.
